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coLUMBIA SOCCER ASSOCIATION (csaA)

Columbia Soccer Association began affiliation in the early 1980°s as the Maury County
soccer Association Region 653 (AYSO). We started playing soccer on two fields located
behind Dr. Bill Hunter’s office in 1979. We found a home at Cook Soccer Park about
1987 or 1988 with less than 300 players. At Cook, we started with three playing fields,
expanded to four in a short time with one practice field. Two more playing fields were
added about 1995. Four long awaited cross walk bridges were added for our players,
parents and fans safety in 2003. In the Spring of 2004 we added t-poles for each field to
accommodate local merchant advertising.

CSA now insures approximately 1,000 recreational soccer players each year. Seasons are
eight weeks in duration twice a year, fall and spring. CSA also maintains a competitive
travel division with approximately ten teams as well as an adult league that started in the
spring season of 2006 with 4 teams.

TENNESSEE STATE SOCCER ASSOCIATION (TSSA)

TSSA began in 1979 by experts of the game to advance and promote soccer at all levels.
The game has caught hold and proven that it is the most popular game in the world, and
the fastest growing youth sport in the United States.

TSSA is a nonprofit organization and a member of the United States Soccer Federation
(USSF). Through the youth and amateur divisions, TSSA implements the USSF program
in the state of Tennessee.
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
